Our partnership with 'Disha Townhall', which was organized at
Rajdhani College, witnessed the participation of 13 employers and the short listing of more than 100 candidates.
This partnership and other such initiatives by the NCWEB have led to the commencement of counselling, various
placement drives, enabling its students to escalate their career options.
